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In most areas of the City, the various timing plans are implemented
automatically based on traffic volumes and delays. These factors are
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Trucks On Residential Streets

Trucks are permitted to travel on the City’s streets unless otherwise prohibited.

In some cases trucks may find short segments of local and collector streets to
be convenient bypasses to the arterial street system. When this occurs,
residents may become concerned about the added traffic, street safety, noise
and roadway vibrations. To overcome this problem, a truck prohibition may be
considered.

Truck prohibitions on local, residential streets are considered when there is
evidence that trucks are bypassing an available arterial street route and
adversely impacting public safety by doing so. When this is the case, LADOT
is authorized to post signs prohibiting trucks weighing 3 or more tons.

However, those trucks which have no choice but to use the route,
are exempted from any such prohibition. This includes emergency
vehicles, transit or shuttle buses, vehicles used in conjunction with
building construction or delivery and vehicles used by local
businesses to gain access to and from those businesses.

Trucks exceeding 22 feet in length are not allowed to park in residential areas,
except for loading and unloading purposes. Also, they are prohibited from
parking in all other areas of the City for more than three hours, except when
actively engaged in loading, unloading or performing a service at the location.

For more information on posting signs to restrict truck travel on residential
streets, the appropriate District Office may be contacted. For enforcement of
posted truck travel restrictions, the Police Department should be contacted.
For enforcement of parked trucks in residential areas, the appropriate Parking
Enforcement Office may be contacted.
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
